 This clarification applies to the "Max aircrew missions per day" and "Max ground team missions per day". Please use the following assumptions:  An aircrew is 2-3 mission-qualified individuals and a ground team is 4-6 (minimum) people. HS missions will probably require us to tailor the aircrews and ground teams to do each specific mission. For aircrew mission length, use three hours. Therefore, a wing might be able to get two missions per day out of each aircrew. This would allow for rest, meals, and aircraft refueling/maintenance between flights.
