The safety of all members engaged in activities of the Wing is to be the foremost consideration of every commander and project officer.  It is emphasized that Safety is no accident.  Each member of the Wing must evaluate the risk of their actions and assure “Is it safe”.  If not, then it is not to be done.

It is the responsibility of not only the commanders of each unit at every level but of every member of the Wing to be safety conscious and to be alert to hazards of all kinds.  It is the obligation of all members that they attend safety briefings in order to educate and remind themselves in identifying unsafe and hazardous conditions.
In the planning of all activities, the Wing endorses the application of the principles of the Operation Risk Management Program.
REMEMBER:  IF IT IS NOT SAFE, DO NOT DO IT!
