ARIZONA WING POLICY LETTER 04-07
SUBJECT:  Airport/Landing Restrictions
It will be a policy of the Arizona Wing that landing CAP corporate powered aircraft except in a real emergency at the following airports will be prohibited without prior approval from the Wing Commander:
· Sells (E78) – due to poor runway surface conditions.

· Goodyear Memorial (private) – poor runway conditions

· Pleasant Valley (P48) – paved portion congested with gliders.  Landing on gravel is not authorized.

· Grapevine (private) – poor runway conditions.  Prior approval also required from the USFS.

· Luke AFB (LUF) – no tie-downs are available.  Prior approval also required by the USAF. 

In accordance with the Arizona Wing Supplement 1 dated 1 April 2003 to CAPR 60-1, no CAP corporate powered aircraft shall utilize an unpaved runway without prior permission from the Wing Commander.
