ARIZONA WING POLICY LETTER 04-09
SUBJECT:  Short-Notice Inspections – CAPR 60-2 
1. Short-Notice Inspection is a flying safety program as well as a plan to ensure compliance

    with CAP flying directives to improve both safety and regulatory compliance.  CAPR 60-2
    requires an inspection of all CAP flying units every 18 months and specifies the procedures

    necessary to meet the compliance of the regulation.
2. The inspections must cover the following subjects:

· The unit’s flying safety program including safety meetings and attendance records.

· A review of the unit’s flying records including the unit’s pilot records.

· The unit’s flight release procedures including the appointment and training of FROs, and CAPF 99, CAP Flight Release log, including recording flying categories and flight times.

· The maintenance and condition of the unit’s assigned CAP aircraft.

· An overall evaluation of the unit’s safety and compliance with CAP flying, safety, and other operational regulations.

3. Inspection written reports are made and filed with the Wing Commander listing any 
    discrepancies that require attention and correction by the unit..

4. It is the policy of the Arizona Wing that the Wing Commander or his designee may ground the 

    unit as necessary to assure the safety of unit members and CAP aircraft.  The unit must make 
    its files, staff and aircraft available for inspections when required or be grounded until      

    inspected.  Serious safety discrepancies may ground the unit by the Wing Commander or his 
    designee for all CAP activities until corrected.

5. Inspections of unit’s safety compliance have a priority over all CAP missions except for actual 

    life-saving missions.  When a unit is scheduled for an inspection, the unit will be grounded 
    from the established inspection date and time to the completion of the inspection.  The unit is 

    then released for CAP activities unless a serious safety discrepancy is found by the inspectors.
5. The Wing Hqs will attempt to schedule inspections at times which are not in conflict with 
    CAP missions, but if this is not possible then the use of CAP aircraft has a priority over all 

    CAP missions except for actual life-saving missions.
