CIVIL AIR PATROL UNIFORM MANUAL

CAPM 39-1 (E), 1 July 1997, is supplemented as follows:

1. Para 1-4   Wear Policy 

f. (Add)  Mission Base Uniforms
  1)   Ground Teams.  Members participating in ground team activities will wear an Air Force
        style BDU style or the newly authorized dark blue CAP distinctive field and utility uniform.
        The Ground Team Leader is responsible for ensuring the ground team is wearing the 

        uniform iaw CAPM 39-1.  Safety equipment, such as an orange vest, helmet, eye 
        protection, campaign hat, field pack, cold weather apparel, etc. is authorized during 
        deployment in remote areas.  An onsite team leader will evaluate the environment and
        determine what safety equipment is required.

2) Urban DF Activities.  Members participating in Urban DF activities will wear a uniform 
      (military or CAP distinctive) in accordance with CAPM 39-1.  The Incident Commander 
      may waive the uniform requirement on a case-by-case basis on actual missions as 
      required.
3) Mission Base Personnel.   Members participating at a Mission Base or Forward Camp 
      will wear a uniform in accordance with CAPM 39-1.  The Incident Commander may 
      waive the uniform requirement on a case-by-case basis on actual missions as required.
