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CAP FLIGHT MANAGEMENT
CAPR 60-1, 10 June 2004, is supplemented as follows:

1. Para 2-1  General

             h.    (Add)   A minimum aircrew of two (2) persons (pilot and observer/scanner) is required for 

                    all search or reconnaissance sortie.  At no time will a pilot fly solo on a mission sortie.   
p. (Add)  Except for a designated check pilot or CAP instructor pilot, the pilot in command
       shall occupy the left seat of the aircraft.

q. (Add) Funded missions requiring flight at night (per FAR 1.1) must be approved by the Arizona Wing DCS, Operations, Flight Operations Officer, Wing Commander, or Vice Commander prior to dispatch.  The flight shall be crewed with at least two pilots.  The PIC must be night current.  The observer must hold a Private Pilot or higher certificate, but need not meet the medical and currency requirements to be PIC of the flight.  The flight must be flown at least 2,000 ft above the highest obstacle when the search area is in a sparsely populated area.  
2. Para 2-2   Authorized Airfields

             a.   (Add)   Add) No CAP powered corporate aircraft shall utilize an unpaved runway and/or
                    unpaved taxiway without prior permission from the Wing Commander.  Only in an 
                    emergency can a powered corporate aircraft land on an unpaved runway.
3. Para 2-5.   Geographical Limits for Flights of CAP Aircraft

             a.     (Add)   The Arizona Wing pilots and aircraft are authorized to conduct flight operations of 

                     up to 100 nautical miles in the immediately adjacent Wings of California, Nevada, Utah
                     and New Mexico.  Flights of greater distance or flights involving remaining over night
                     (RON) require prior written approval by the Wing Commander.  A copy of an e-mail 

                     and approval will be placed in the pilot’s file for a minimum of 3 months. 

4. Para 2-10  Aircraft Mishaps

a.  (Add) The Wing Standards/Evaluations Officer or their designee shall administer the CAP
        flight check required by this paragraph.
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5.   Para 2-19   Emergency Procedures Training Restrictions

b. Altitude Restrictions
1)   (Add)   Except for take-off and landings, Arizona Wing aircraft will be operated at or 

      above 1,000 feet AGL.  A brief descent to 500 feet AGL is authorized to confirm an 

      objective only if such descent will not violate the provisions of FAR 91.119.  A climb
      back to 1,000 feet AGL will be made after an objective confirmation.
6.    Para 3-4  Pilot-in-Command Requirements

a. General

2)   (Add) A pilot no longer current with required landings/takeoffs to carry passengers per FAR 61.57c (day) or FAR 61.57d (night) may not fly solo in a CAP aircraft. They may regain currency in a CAP aircraft only with a designated check pilot, who shall approve their return to flight status with a logbook entry.

e. (Add)  Flights in other corporate aircraft.   Pilots flying the corporate aircraft of units other than the unit to which they are assigned must complete a cockpit checkout and weight and balance in the specific aircraft with a CAP check pilot.  The check pilot will document the checkout on a CAPF 5 or in the pilot’s logbook.
7.    Para  3-5   CAPF 5 Flight Checks

k. (Add)  To act as a PIC, a pilot must have a CAP Form 5 checkout in each specific type aircraft. A pilot with a current CAPF 5 in the same or higher category aircraft (table 3-1) must, as a minimum, complete a cockpit checkout and weight and balance in additional aircraft.  The unit’s check pilot for the additional aircraft shall determine what, if any, additional evaluation is necessary.  Copies of the CAPF 5 shall be kept in the pilot’s folder at the unit with a copy sent to Arizona Wing Headquarters.
8.    Para 4-9   Flight Release: Commander’s and Pilot’s Responsibilities 

a. Unit Commanders
1)   (Add)   Appointments to Flight Release Officers (FRO) will be forwarded to the 

      Wing Commander for approval.  A copy of the approval will be returned to the unit.
