CAPR 100-1 Vol 1, 1 August 1996, is supplemented as follows:

1. Para. 6-1 [Add] a. Issuance of Station Authorizations.  Each unit or individual shall submit an AZCOM-1 form (Arizona Wing Radio Station Authorization Request) to the Arizona Wing Director of Communications or his designated representative to request a station authorization.  The AZWG Director of Communications or his designee will issue a station authorization card if the request is approved.  This authorization must be renewed annually; for individual members, during the month of their membership renewal; for units, in the month of original application.  The AZWG Director of Communications will establish policies regarding electronic submission of forms as this technology becomes available.

2. Para.  7-7  [Add]  a. Digital Operations.  Digital operations in Arizona Wing will be governed by the rules and principles established in the Arizona Wing Packet Operating Guidelines.  A copy of this document is attached.

4. Para. 7-15c  [Add]  (4)  AZWG Functional Callsigns.  Within Arizona Wing, Functional Callsign usage will be in accordance with the Arizona Wing Functional Callsign Plan, dated 9 January 1997.  A copy of this plan is attached.

5. Para. 8-1  [Add]  c.  Telephone Interconnect (Phone Patch) Operations.  Telephone interconnect operations, either manual or automatic, are permitted within Arizona Wing only when specifically authorized by the AZWG Director of Communications, or by a Mission Coordinator during an actual (not training) CAP Mission.  In accordance with CAPR 100-1, para. 7-10, all communications using telephone interconnection must be directly CAP related.

6. Para. 8-2 b. (1)  [Add]  (a)  Reporting Requirement for Transportable Repeater Use.  Within Arizona Wing, usage of temporary or transportable repeaters must be reported to the AZWG Director of Communications.  

7.  Para. 9-9  [Add]  a.  Arizona Wing Frequency Usage.  Within Arizona Wing, the following rules apply to VHF-FM frequency usage:

	The Arizona Wing Director of Communications or higher authority must specifically authorize any additional frequencies.
