Arizona Wing CAPF 101 Card Procedures

The Arizona Wing Emergency Services has switched to the Web Version of the Mission Management Utilities (WMU) to process all CAPF 101 cards except for General ES.  Unit Commanders may still issue and sign General ES CAPF 101 cards.

The ONLY VALID CAPF 101 cards within Arizona are those cards issued and printed via the WMU except for General ES.  *****REMEMBER ALL CURRENT CAPF 101 AND CAPF 101T SHOULD HAVE A FORM DATE OF MAY 2001 AS OF 31 OCT 2001.  ALL OTHERS ARE INVALID.*****

ALL members must have, also, completed the new version (July 2001) of the Emergency Services test (CAPT 116).  This test may be either taken on the Web or in one of the ES classes given in the Wing.  As of December 31, 2001, you must have taken the complete CAPT 116 (100 question test) or both the General Emergency Services test and the ICS 100 Training test to have a valid CAPF 101 card.  The Arizona Wing's CAPF 101 card procedure is as follows:

· For CAPF 101 cards with ONLY General ES

1. Unit Commanders will issue and sign the CAPF 101 and a completed CAPF 100 printed from the WMU will be forwarded to the Arizona Wing ES office. 

· For ALL CAPF 101 cards (initial, renewals & upgrades) except for General ES: 

1. Units will forward a copy of the AWF 100 with copies of all the supporting documentation to the Arizona Wing ES office.

2. Wing ES will update the qualifications on the WMU and notify the Units when they may print the CAPF 101 cards.  The WMU keeps track of all SAR and SAREX missions for currency requirements.  If you have flown CD, BLM or other qualifying missions you can use them for currency by listing the mission number with the date you participated on the AWF 100.

3.  The Unit will access the WMU and print the CAPF 101 card.  The Commander will sign the CAPF 101 card.

· For CAPF 101T Cards 

1. Units will forward a copy of the AWF 100 with copies of all the supporting documentation to the Arizona Wing ES office

2. Units then issue the 101T card.
