Requirements for Hosting an Arizona Wing-Wide Funded SAREX

Background:
The usual mission base for Wing-Wide Funded Search and Rescue Training Exercises will be the Wing Mission Base at Deer Valley (DVT).  However, the Emergency Services Staff recognizes the value of moving the mission base to other locations to facilitate training in other geographical areas.  Also, by putting the mission base at remote sites, we will also be able to train and test the mobile command post that is available in the Wing.  Any Group or Unit can apply to be the host of a Wing-Wide Funded SAREX.  A Group or Unit desiring to host a Funded Wing-Wide SAREX will:

1. Secure a date for the exercise from the ES Staff.

2. Name an Incident Commander for the exercise from the sponsoring Group or Unit.  The Incident Commander may be mission qualified or a trainee.  If the named Incident Commander is not mission qualified, then the Wing ES Staff will assist the sponsoring organization with securing a mission qualified Incident Commander to serve as trainer for the trainee.

3. Develop and submit an operation plan at least 60 days in advance of the exercise.

4. In the operation plan, the sponsoring Group or Unit will name core personnel (See Core Personnel document) for the exercise from the sponsoring Group or Unit.  Again, these personnel may either be mission qualified or trainee, but they must be members of the sponsoring organization.  The Wing ES Staff will assist the sponsoring organization with securing mission qualified personnel to serve as mentors to trainees.

5. A logistics plan will be submitted, within 30 days of the proposed date of the operation, detailing how the logistical needs of the mission base will be met.  Included in this plan will be a description of how the computer requirements of a mission base will be supplied.
